Filling of the Leave Application 
form before going to home is 
mandatory for residents of the 
hostels. 
Leave from the hostel must be 
obtained personally on 
prescribed leave form from the 
warden. Leave application must 
be supported by a letter of 
permission from 
father/mother/guardian and 
given to the warden.  
Leave from the hostel to visit 
home or stay out with the local 
guardians will be granted twice 
a month.

Parents, if so desire, can permit 
their wards to avail of an outing 
on Sundays of every month at 
their own risk and 
responsibility, between 10.00 
pm and 5.00 pm. For this 
purpose, parents must 
personally submit a letter of 
undertaking to the warden.
Residents absenting themselves 
from the hostel without prior 
permission from the Warden 
would do so at their own risk. 
Penalty may take the form of 
expulsion from the 
hostel/University.
A boarder, before leaving the 
hostel for short/long period, 
shall enter the time of his/her 
departure in the Exit Register. 
On return to the hostel, he/she 
shall mark entry of time of 
his/her return also.  Strict 
disciplinary action will be taken 
against students overlooking 
this rule.
After a long vacation, all 
resident students are required to 
be back in the hostel on the 
evening before the University 
reopens.  No leave for joining 
late will be granted except on 
medical grounds supported by a 
legally valid certificate from a 
qualified medical practitioner.  
The defaulters shall be punished 
and their privilege for going out 
again may be forfeited.
The residents shall maintain 
their Leave Booklet. Any type 
of tampering with or damaging 
this official document holds 
them liable to penalty.

Students must take care of 
wastage of food during meals 
and must take their meals 
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Home after 8.00 pm.
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Mess Rules 
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properly in the required quantity 
according to their appetite. The 
meals will be provided uly 
approved by the competent 
authority. In case of any 
complaint regarding the quality, 
quantity, serving and non-
adherence to the approved 
menu, the Hostel Warden/ 
Hostel Manager should be 
informed.

The timings for dining in the 
hostel must be strictly followed. 
Breakfast will not be served 
after 8.30 a.m. so that students 
can be punctual for their classes 
starting at 9 a.m.
The timings for lunch and 
dinner are from 12.00 pm to 2 
pm and from 7.30 pm to 9pm 
respectively. 
Meals are served at fixed hours.  
Late comers would not be 
served any food.
Residents will not be allowed to 
carry their meals to their rooms. 
The meals must be taken in the 
dining hall. Only in case of 
sickness, with the 
recommendation of the medical 
staff, a boarder will be allowed 
to take meals in her room.
Non-vegetarian food is not 
permitted to be cooked or 
ordered/brought/eaten in the 
boarding house.
The University will not provide 
any special food or any other 
food which is not included in the 
hostel menu.  
Mess workers shall not be 
encouraged to enter the 
residents’ rooms nor shall they 
be asked by boarders to run 
private errands for them.
Students shall not buy articles 
on credit from University shops. 
Cash payment should be made 
for all purposes. This rule 
applies to purchases from the 
University store and canteen 
also.
Students’ mess committee must 
meet at least once a month.

The resident students are 
expected to dress in a simple, 
graceful, and decent manner. 
Students must follow a formal 
dress code in the dining hall.
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Dress Code:
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Rules for Visitors
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At the time of joining the hostel, 
the parents/ guardian shall 
provide the details and 
photographs of visitors who 
may be permitted to visit their 
ward in the hostel and whom he/ 
she may visit at their house.
The resident scholars will be 
allowed to visit only such 
relatives as have been 
mentioned in their hostel 
admission form.
Persons whose names do not 
appear in given list and whose 
specimen signatures and 
photographs are not available 
will not be allowed to visit the 
student.
Without the permission of the 
Warden, residents will not be 
allowed to meet any visitor. 
Defiance of the rule will invite 
strict action against the 
defaulter.
In case of emergency, the Chief 
Warden must be contacted. 
Visiting in such cases shall be 
permissible only with prior 
permission.

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Leave Rules
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All complaints, if any, against 
residents should be made to the 
warden.  No student is allowed 
to take law into his/her own 
hands.
unruly residents should be made 
to the warden.  No student is 
allowed to take law into his/her 
own hands.
Boarders shall not pluck flowers 
or leaves of plants.  They 
should avoid spitting at all odd 
places.  Walls, doors and 
furniture should not be defaced 
with pencil/ink marks, posters 
or scribbling etc.
Shouting, whistling, hooting, 
violent knocking or any other 
such act, movement or 
behaviour that is likely to cause 
disturbance is strictly 
disallowed.  
Removal of electric holders, 
electric bulbs/rods etc., from the 
room is strictly prohibited.  
Residents must not tamper with 
the electric and sanitary 
installations.  The cost of repair 
of any damage to these will be 
charged from students in 
addition to a fine for 
negligence.
Any official order from the Vice 
Chancellor or the Warden will 
come into effect immediately.
Hostellers must not remain 
outside the hostel building after 
7 pm during summer (April to 
October) and after 6 pm during 
winter (November to March)
Residents should report on time 
for attendance in the evening.

Without prior permission of the 
Chief warden/Hostel 
Warden/hostel Manager, 
residents cannot leave the 
hostel.   If a resident remains 
absent from the hostel without 
permission from the concerned 
authority (Chief warden/ Hostel 
Warden/Hostel Manager) or 
violates any rules / policies 
/guidelines / instructions of the 
University, the University shall 
be entitled to take any 
disciplinary action which 
includes rustication / suspension 
/ withdrawal of residential 
facility or any other action as 
deemed fit by the competent 
authorities of the University. 
In case a resident scholar 
remains absent from classes in 
the university for seven days 
continuously without prior 
permission from the authorities, 
he/she will be asked to vacate 
the hostel. If a resident student’s
